Description of the Income Budget Categories

· Balance Forward:  These are the funds carried over from the previous school year and will fund the PTA activities at the beginning of the school year.

· Membership:  These are the annual dues paid by PTA members.  A portion of the dues collected goes to the National PTA, Virginia PTA, and to the Alexandria PTA Council.  

· Community Partners:  Local businesses that make generous contributions to the school.

· Fundraisers:  The money raised from our annual fundraisers.  Examples include the MV Big Flea, book fair at Barnes & Noble and restaurant nights.

· eScrip contributions:  Money donated from grocery stores from the club card programs.

Description of the Expense Budget Categories

Enrichment

· In school Enrichment – Funding of activities during school.  Activities in the past have included storytellers, animal visits, in school assemblies and dance troupes.

· Field Trips – Support for out of school field trips including transportation costs, subsidies for 4th grade field trips to Jamestown and Richmond, 2nd grade trip to Mt. Vernon, 5th grade trip to Baltimore Aquarium and other trips coordinated with teachers.

· After School Programs – Support for clubs (Art, Dance, Science, Rugby, etc) and some teacher organized activities.  Parents are asked to contribute to the cost of the clubs with the remainder subsidized by the PTA so every child who wants to participate in a club has that opportunity.

· Fall Fundraiser – Funds raised for a designated area.  The 2011 Fundraiser will focus on Literacy and Technology.

Program Activities

· Multi-Cultural Event – International night planned for the Fall.

· Reflections Night – Family night where students are able to prepare entries for the Reflections art contest.

· Science Night – Family night with Science science activities scheduled for the Spring.

· Health and Wellness – Support for in-school health and wellness activities including walk to school day.

· New Programs – Funding available for new proposed school activities.
School Support

· Lunch Fund – Used to provide lunch to students who forgot their lunch money or are awaiting approval for free lunch.
· Book Fair – PTA manages the funds for the Scholastic Book Fair organized by the library.  All funds earned go back to the school for the library.

· Classroom support – The PTA offers every teacher and Paraprofessional $100 in support for supplies used in their classrooms.  Teachers are asked to complete a 1 page form explaining how the funds were used in their classes.  In the 2011-2012 budget, new teachers will be eligible for reimbursement of $200.  An additional $2000 is allocated in this line item to offer support to intersession teachers.  

· Strategic Goals – Funds for the school to use for IB, PBIS and other school goals as needed.
· Technology Support – PTA funding to support the purchase of classroom technology not provided by the school – additional Smartboards.

Community Building

· Beautification – Funds used for Fall and Spring spruce ups.
· Gardening – Maintain the gardens around the school.  

· Art on the Avenue – Support for a PTA table during the annual Art on the Avenue event.

· Yearbook – Funds to support the school yearbook.  Total cost of the yearbook is not covered by book sales.

· 5th Grade Promotion – Funds for t-shirts and a reception following the 5th grade promotion ceremony.

· Community Support – Funds to support community activities such as TC’s grad night and the Scholarship Fund.  Helping Hands fund administered by the school.

· Hospitality – Funds for PTA sponsored events such as the new family pizza party, Back to School Reception, Ice Cream Social.

· Parent Education – Funds for parent workshops and English/Spanish language classes.

· Teacher Appreciation – PTA funding for dinners for teachers during parent/teacher conferences, teacher appreciation week activities and other teacher recognition.

Administrative

· These are the funds necessary to carry out PTA activities.

· Childcare – paid childcare providers for PTA meetings and parent workshops

· PTA National and Local Dues

· Insurance

· Supplies include photocopying and items needed for fundraising activities
